Once you enter from Centre St., turn left past the guardhouse and proceed all the way past the law School and through the first main parking lot, and down past the dorm building to 
the 
next large parking lot in back. This is where you are likely to find parking spaces. Then walk up the concrete path and steps and go into the first building on the right on top of the hill. This is the Kenny 
Cottle
 Library and ISR and the conference room are straight ahead. 
)
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From the Mass Pike (east-bound):

Take exit 17 and make your first right after the set of lights, onto Centre Street. Follow Centre Street
approximately two miles through two sets of lights. The entrance to the Newton Campus is on your
right, approximately .5 mile after the second set of lights.

From the Mass Pike (west-bound):

Take exit 17 and go straight off the ramp. After the ramp, you will go through two sets of lights. After
the second set, turn left at the sign that says "Newton Centre/Boston." You will be making a 180-degree
turn and should stay in the right lane. Take your first right after the 180-degree turn onto Centre Street.
Follow Centre Street approximately two miles through two sets of lights. The entrance to the Newton
Campus is on your right, approximately .5 mile after the second set of lights.

From Route 9:

Take the Newton Center/Centre Street Exit. Follow Centre Street through Newton Centre and then
across Commonwealth Avenue. The Newton Campus is on the left side of the street, approximately .75
mile after Commonwealth Avenue.

By Public Transportation:

Take the MBTA Green Line "B" (Boston College) line to Boston College (main campus) and board a
shuttle bus operated by the university that runs to the Newton campus (Law School campus). The
shuttle bus to the Newton campus runs only infrequently during the summer months. Shuttle bus
schedule.

Or, take the MBTA Green Line "D" (Riverside) line to Newton Center. Exit station, walk to Centre Street
and board MBTA #52 bus to the Law School. It is approximately one mile from the Newton Center
station to the Law School. Note that this bus does not run on Sundays. Visit the MBTA website for route
and schedule information.

N.B.

Once you have entered the Newton Campus, take the first left after the guard
house. You will then enter a large parking lot. See map for particulars.
